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Abstract

Visualization-verbalization intervention program in the field of work with adolescents with
language disorders can be considered the most important prerequisite for success. It is based
on this opinion that this study was carried out and aims to show the effectiveness of the
visualization-verbalization intervention approach on an 8-year-old teenager with language
difficulties who has dyslexia, attention deficit hyperactivity disorder and narrowing of
working memory.

One teenager with language disorders participated in the study. A descriptive method, a single
case study design was chosen as the research method, and a pre-post test method was used to
compare the data.

During the research, 18 meetings were held during 6 weeks.

As a result of the quantitative analysis of the data, significant changes in the variety of
narration, improved narration from the morpho-syntactic point of view, and an increase in
the number of words during narration were revealed.

The obtained results and conclusions support the hypothesis that the visualization-
verbalization approach contributes to the development of cognitive skills by integrating verbal
and non-verbal cognitive processes, has a positive effect on the development of adolescent
language difficulties. In addition, the obtained results confirm the growth of the adolescent's

motivation during the intervention process.
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
