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Abstract

The aim of the paper is to determine the problems and challenges of biological mothers
living in the Samtskhe-Javakheti region, whose children are in state care. The work revealed the

gaps that exist in the child welfare system.

Existence of the difficulties and obstacles prevents future reintegration process to take
place effectively, to return children to their biological families in a short period of time.
Qualitative research method is used in the research. Semi-structured interviews were
conducted. In total, 7 respondents participated in the study, the study was conducted with
mothers living in the Samtskhe-Javakheti region. Only one of them is currently in exile, namely

in Italy.

After the child taken away, the family is not strengthened and the necessary measures
are not taken, work is done on the problem that caused the removal of the child, therefore the
children do not return to the biological family for a long time. It is known that a large number

of parents declare their willingness and desire to cooperate with the care agency.

The reasons for placement of minor children in state care were identified, the research
clearly shows the lack and absence of services focused on strengthening the family. The post-
removal period in state care is also important for biological families, it has been shown how
much the removal process of the child is related to their mental health. It was also revealed that
social workers are not able to perform their duties properly due to the lack of services in the

state. Accordingly, the true and primary interests of the child are not taken into account.

Both international and local literature is used in the work, and the literature related to
the child's placement in state care is also used. Finally, recommendations are presented, the
consideration of which will help to keep the child in the biological family and/or to reintegrate
it.
