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Abstract

Since gaining independence, the Georgian public sector has been consistently striving for
development. Given the country's clearly defined course, one of its primary tasks is the
effective implementation of Public Administration Reform (PAR). PAR is crucial for Georgia's

European integration process.

A strategic document, based on European principles of public administration, was developed
within the framework of a project by the European Union and the Organization for Economic
Co-operation and Development (OECD/SIGMA). This document, aimed at promoting

improved governance and management, was updated and published in November 2023.

The European Commission, in collaboration with SIGMA, has outlined five main directions,
one of which focuses significantly on policy planning and coordination. Proper policy
planning and its coordinated implementation enhance the government's ability to ensure
accountability, credibility, predictability, participation, openness, transparency, efficiency,
and effectiveness. These efforts are grounded in the internationally recognized "principles of

good governance."

This paper attempts to analyze the existing policy planning and coordination system in Georgia
in accordance with European public administration principles. It discusses the current
legislation in the field of policy planning and presents the Reform Guide 2020 and the Second
Reform Cycle 2023-2026 Strategy. Additionally, it examines the first progress report on
monitoring the implementation of the 2023-2024 action plan, identifying factors that hinder

desired outcomes in policy planning and coordination in Georgia.

The research involves a secondary analysis of local and international documents and includes
a set of quantitative data to support the existing hypothesis related to the research topic. The
theoretical framework of the research is based on the New Public Management theory and the

New Weberian State model.
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
