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Abstract

This paper studies the phenomenon of cognitive metaphorization and their representation
in Georgian and English poetic discourse. Since the in-depth study of metaphors has gained
special importance in the field of cognitive science and linguistics after the discovery of
conceptual metaphors, our master's thesis aims to clearly present the difference between the
traditional metaphor theory and the conceptual metaphor theory developed by the American
cognitivists George Lakoff and Mark Johnson. Relying on the theory of conceptual metaphor,
we endevour to analyse cognitive (conceptual) metaphorization within the literary discourse,
namely the cognitive representation of "love" metaphors, their classification and explanation

in English and Georgian poetic texts.
