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Abstract

The aim of the thesis is to explore the interrelations between Svan and Georgian
poems, their analyses in both modern Georgian and Svan poetry.
Structurally, what types of poems were used, how was myth used in Svan poems,
what are the differences between Svan and Georgian traditional poems. Svan poetry and
Georgian poetry were selected for the master's thesis: Davit Guramishvili, Akaki
Tsereteli, Galaktion Tabidze, (Svan poetry, Tbilisi, 1939), folk, Nikoloz Baratashvili,
Simon Chikovani, Otar Chiladze, Davit Kratsashvili.

In the poems selected for research, more precisely for analyzing are studied to
what extent there are parallelisms, similarities, differences, what is the rhyme, refrain,
metaphor, epithet, metonymy, litotes and hyperbole in the Svan folklore material.

In the 20 century, under the co-authorship of Akaki Shanidze, a collection of
Svan poems was published by the Publishing House of the Academy of Sciences of
Georgia, which includes poems on mythological, household and religious themes in the
Svan language. In the 21 century, the interest of the Svan poem and its domestic or
religious-mythological aspects in general are less relevant, therefore I decided to work on
this topic and make this issue more important and interesting.
