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Abstract

This work analyzes the meaning of Metanarrative and various forms and functions of its

representation in contemporary Georgian and American novels.

The texts chosen for research are "Oracle Night" and "The Book of Illusions" by Paul Auster,
"Everyone Dies in This Novel" by Beka Adamashvili, and "The Model 18/12" by Guram
Megrelishvili. For the analysis of Metanarration in these texts, the theoretical frameworks of

Ansgar Niinning, Andrea Macrae, and Gerald Prince were used.

It was revealed that the Communicative and Metafictional functions, which are a few of
many that Metanarrative carries, are present in all the texts. The typologies of Ansgar
Niinning and Andrea Macrae are better applicable for analysis together than they are

individually.
