The research
aims to uncover mechanisms of state-building, nationalism, and international involvement in
exacerbating tensions in the Israel-Palestine conflicts. Theoretical frameworks by Charles Tilly
on state-building, studies of nationalism by Cedermann and Gleditsch, and Benjamin Miller's
analysis of foreign intervention are employed. The study endeavors to understand the primary
drivers of conflict resolution. Through analysis of historical events and elite interviews, the
thesis demonstrates how these theoretical perspectives apply within the context of Israel-
Palestine. The findings reveal that a detailed understanding of state-building processes,
nationalist movements, and the strategic interests of international actors is crucial for
comprehending the dynamics of the conflict. The study asserts that identifying the root causes

of the Israel-Palestine conflict is essential for finding effective pathways to its resolution.
