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Abstract

Cervical cancer originates in the lower part of the uterus, specifically in the cervix cells, and
develops gradually over time. It ranks as the fourth most common cancer among women
worldwide. The primary cause of cervical cancer is human papillomavirus (HPV) infection, with
other risk factors including early sexual activity, multiple sexual partners, long-term use of oral

contraceptives (more than 5 years), tobacco use, and HIV/AIDS.

This study aims to evaluate the prevalence of cervical cancer in Georgia, assess the effectiveness
of preventive measures, and determine women's awareness levels to identify factors contributing
to its spread. Descriptive epidemiological analysis and quantitative research methods are

employed to achieve these objectives.

Research Hypothesis: Despite preventive measures implemented by the Georgian healthcare
system, the incidence and mortality rates of cervical cancer remain high due to low public

awareness.
Research Objectives:

1. Evaluate the prevalence and mortality rates of cervical cancer in Georgia through statistical

analysis.
2. Review existing preventive measures for cervical cancer in Georgia.

3. Conduct research to assess women's awareness of cervical cancer and its preventive

measures.
4. Develop recommendations based on the research findings.

Research Methodology: A descriptive epidemiological approach is used to analyze statistical data

on cervical cancer in Georgia from 2015 to 2022. Quantitative research involves surveying 242

female respondents aged 18-55 years residing in Georgia, using an online questionnaire with 17

closed-ended questions. The data analysis is conducted using SPSS software.

Conclusion: Descriptive epidemiological analysis indicates a decreasing trend in the incidence and
mortality rates of cervical cancer. However, the quantitative research reveals that many women
lack information about cervical cancer, its risk factors, and the availability of free HPV
vaccination and screening programs. Although financial access has improved, efforts are needed

to enhance public awareness and promote these programs effectively.

Recommendations: To address these issues, it is crucial to increase public awareness of preventive
measures. Primary healthcare providers should play a more active role in promoting awareness
and building trust in these measures. Additionally, improving financial and geographic access to

medical services is essential.
