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Abstract

International financial institutions play a significant role in supporting the economic
development of developing countries such as Georgia. They provide countries with both
financial resources and policy advice to achieve sustainable economic growth. These funds are
often used to build infrastructure such as roads and bridges that are necessary for economic
activity. In addition, international financial institutions support the education and health
sectors, which contribute to the development of human capital, which is a key driver of
economic growth. Georgia started cooperation with international financial institutions in the

90s, which was due to the country's crisis situation.

The purpose of the study is to evaluate the influence of international financial institutions,

specifically the European Investment Bank, on the economic development of Georgia.

A quantitative method was chosen to achieve the research objective. Quantitative research
was carried out, namely regression analysis. After conducting the analysis and analyzing the
results, no strong and reliable relationship between the European Investment Bank and the

economic growth of Georgia was revealed.
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
