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Abstract

This paper discusses early detection of breast cancer in disease prevention. In today's
environment, there is a clear need to provide additional information about the existing
screening program in Georgia to detect the disease at an early stage. Accordingly, the aim of
this research was to confirm that high awareness and importance of the screening program
determines the referral of the population to screening centres, which plays an important role

in defeating breast cancer.

Breast cancer screening program is an important public health strategy to reduce breast cancer

mortality and early detection of the disease.

The aim of the research was to identify the problems facing the screening program in the
country. It is important to detect breast cancer at an early stage in the female population,
which will significantly reduce the mortality rate. Women participate in the breast cancer

screening program voluntarily and are not mandatory.

The aim of the research was to determine how the current screening program, particularly
breast cancer screening, is working. To achieve the aim of the research, qualitative and desk
research methods were used, which helped the author to identify key findings, according
which the evidence-based recommendations were made. Based on the literature review and
personal interviews, important problems were identified that can be overcome through

coordinated work between different authorities and experts of the field.
