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Abstract

“Play is the highest form of research.” — (Einstein, n.d.). This is how Albert Einstein characterized
play, emphasizing that children explore and learn about the world through it. Play plays a

significant role in the development of children's communicative, social, and linguistic skills.

The aim of this research is to demonstrate the importance of the communication partner’s role

during play.

The study involved five children. Their communicative and social skills were assessed twice.
Initially, a pre-test was conducted to evaluate the children's skills. Subsequently, an intervention

was planned, goals were defined, and the outcomes were summarized using a post-test.

During the intervention phase, along with various assessment tools, strategies from the Hanen
Program "It Takes Two to Talk" were employed. Pre- and post-tests were conducted using the
following instruments: the CSBS Communication and Symbolic Behavior Scales, the ASQ-SE

Social-Emotional Questionnaire, and the Westby Play Scale.

This study underscores the importance of adult involvement in children's play and highlights how

their support contributes to strengthening children's communicative skills.
