Abstract

Contemporary philosophical and theological literature is particularly interested in
investigating the ontological status of substance and relation. In the twentieth-century school
of phenomenology, the advancement of the significance of intentionality on the one hand and
of relation on the other in both phenomenological and epistemological as well as ontological
studies contributed to the return to those texts of Christian theologians that philosophically
sought to understand the Trinity as one substance and three hypostases. The present study
deals, on the one hand, with three theologians known as Cappadocian Fathers: Basil the Great,
Gregory of Nyssa, and Gregory of Nazianzus (the Theologian), and on the other hand, with
Maximus the Confessor. In one God they saw the relationship of three persons, three modes
of being, which did not exclude essential simplicity, i.e., the essential communion in personal
otherness. Philosophical reasoning about the consubstantial triune God points to the

rethinking and reshaping of the ontological status of relation.

The treatment of their letters, sermons and treatises sheds light on whether they appear to us
as the cause of the problem of substance and relation existing in modern philosophical and

theological literature or as an opportunity to solve it.
