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Abstract

This thesis evaluates the effectiveness of Georgia's policies and legislation in addressing
environmental protection and climate change, focusing on their alignment with international
obligations and national objectives. Through a comprehensive analysis of key documents,
including Georgia’s Climate Strategy 2030, the updated Nationally Determined Contributions
(NDCs), and the National Adaptation Plan, the research highlights the interplay between
international frameworks such as the Paris Agreement and local policy implementation.
Additionally, it integrates insights from public opinion surveys and expert reports to assess

societal perceptions and institutional responses to climate challenges.

The study identifies critical challenges, including fragmented governance structures, limited
financial and technical resources, insufficient integration of gender and social inclusion, and a
lack of robust monitoring and evaluation mechanisms. Simultaneously, it explores opportunities
for improvement by synthesizing international best practices from the European Union’s
Climate Law, the United Kingdom’s Climate Change Act, and other national approaches, such as

Germany'’s sector-specific policies and Denmark’s emphasis on accountability.

By consolidating scattered initiatives and emphasizing the importance of a unified legal
framework, the thesis underscores the need for strategic reforms to enhance the effectiveness
of Georgia’s climate policies. Recommendations include strengthening local climate
governance, fostering public-private partnerships, integrating socially inclusive and gender-
sensitive policies, and institutionalizing adaptation planning. The research ultimately presents a
roadmap for achieving climate neutrality, ensuring sustainable development, and positioning

Georgia as a regional leader in climate governance.
