This study aims to conduct a comprehensive assessment of the effectiveness of Georgia’s
youth policy based on a comparative analysis with international models. The study analyzed
existing policy documents, their implementation process, and challenges in terms of socio-
economic integration and civic engagement of young people. Accordingly, a comparative analysis
of Georgia’s approaches with the models of France, the United Kingdom, and Netherlands was
carried out, which revealed significant differences in institutional structures and implementation
strategies. The study revealed that the effective implementation of youth policy in Georgia is
significantly hindered by a centralized management system and weak inter-agency coordination,
which, in turn, limits the ability to adapt policies at the local level. In addition, the study showed
that despite high educational activity, the unemployment rate among young people significantly
exceeds the national average, which indicates a mismatch between education and labor market
requirements. Using qualitative research methods, including in-depth interviews with experts,
structural barriers are identified and recommendations are developed for their resolution.
Particular attention is paid to the low level of youth participation in political and civic processes
in Georgia, which is associated with paternalistic approaches and limited opportunities for real

youth involvement in decision-making.
