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Abstract
In the case of the deliberate delay in initiating criminal prosecution, the Criminal Procedure Code
of Georgia adopts one of the strictest approaches, declaring as inadmissible, including any
evidence obtained in full compliance with the rules, which may have a significant impact on the

outcome of the case, ensuring a fair trial and the administration of justice.

The issue explored in this thesis is how the delay in initiating criminal prosecution affects the
procedural rights of the parties and the provision of the right to a fair trial. What impact does the
violation of the equality principle have on the rights of the accused during the delay in criminal
prosecution? How should legislative and practical gaps be addressed to prevent delays in criminal

prosecution, which undermine the principle of equality?

The goal of this thesis is to examine the importance and impact of the equality principle on the
protection of the accused's rights in cases of delayed initiation of criminal prosecution. To achieve
this goal, the thesis will analyze relevant legislative regulations, judicial practice, and
international experience to reach a conclusion that ensures the fairness and effectiveness of

criminal prosecution.

The research concludes that the delay in initiating criminal prosecution violates the equality
principle. The current legislation addresses this issue by deeming evidence inadmissible, however,
the appeal procedures are unclear and require refinement and specification. Additionally,
legislative reforms are needed to better ensure the realization of the accused's rights during the

proceedings.
