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Abstract

The paper discusses the legal aspects of the qualification of stalking for unwanted
communication in the Internet space, which has become one of the most important challenges
of modern legal systems, which, in parallel with the development of digital technologies, is
taking on more acute forms every day. The popularity of social media and online
communication platforms has contributed to the emergence of a new type of crime - digital
stalking, which causes significant damage to both the personal life of an individual and his
psychological well-being. In the legal space of Georgia, this issue is still at the stage of
development and refinement, which creates the need for a detailed study of its legal
qualification and improvement of regulation. The paper aims to provide a comprehensive
analysis of this issue from a legal, social and technological perspective in order to provide the
reader with comprehensive information and recommendations on legal mechanisms for
preventing and managing stalking. The paper discusses how forms of communication on the
Internet have changed over the years and how this process has led to the emergence of a new
type of crime, in particular stalking. It also focuses on what types of behavior can be considered
unwanted communication and how the legislation distinguishes these actions from other types
of communication. It discusses various forms of unwanted communication that are carried out
on the Internet. The paper focuses on the standards for protecting digital evidence and the
mechanisms for presenting it in court. The paper confirms the hypothesis put forward at the
beginning and shows that the legal system in force in Georgia needs to refine regulations,
integrate international standards and Improving legal practice. Recommendations include
improving mechanisms for obtaining and protecting digital evidence, conducting special

training for law enforcement officers, and raising public awareness.
