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Abstract

Criminal law is a branch of law that determines which actions are criminal in nature and, if a
person commits this action, determines the punishment expected of him. The main part of
this work will concern the problem of punishment imposed in the case of a combination of

crimes in modern criminal law. Within the framework of the study, the main and key
problems that are related to the punishment imposed when committing exactly this type of
crime will be brought to the fore. It can be said that when a person commits, even more than
one different or more than one similar crime, and the punishment is imposed on him for
only one injustice, it is not a little unfair, both for the victim and for members of society. The
Criminal Code provides for the goals of punishment, which will be discussed below,
although we can briefly touch on one of them, namely, the prevention of new crimes. When
a person sees that a person has committed two, three, four, etc. crimes and is serving a
sentence for only one, what kind of prevention can we talk about? Accordingly, a problem
arises, because society, when it sees that a person has committed several crimes and is serving
a sentence for only one, thinks that it is unfair and a person who is going to commit a crime
will commit two, three, four crimes instead of one, because he already knows that he will
serve a sentence for only one. Accordingly, within the framework of this research, the key
issue will be discussed, what the impact of this problem is, why I believe that this is a big
problem in modern criminal law, it will be discussed how punishment is assigned in the case
of a combination of crimes on the example of different countries, and the conclusion will

present how this problem can be solved.
