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ABSTRAQT

In criminal law, an important place is given to the issue of punishments. In 2017, a legislative
change was made in the civil code of georgia, after which a new form of house arrest was added
to the punishments. From that period to the present, certain problems have arisen in the practice
of house arrest, the solution of which will contribute to the effective execution of the sentence.
Therefore, it is necessary to address these problems and develop ways to solve them, which is the

main goal of this topic.

In the course of the work, we touched on the historical overview of house arrest, characterized
this type of punishment, understood its concept and forms, analyzed the positive and negative

effects related to it, after which the reader had a general idea about the said punishment.

The most important was the review of the legislative gap that exists in connection with the
appointment of house arrest, when under the Code of Juvenile Justice, house arrest is prescribed
in the case of committing a less serious crime, while Article 267 of the civil Code of Georgia, is a
serious crime and allows for the appointment of house arrest. In this case, there is a non-agreed
record on one issue. Accordingly, as a result of the research, it was revealed that an amendment
should be made in Article 267 of the Civil Code of Georgia and house arrest should be removed

from the list of punishments.

In the present paper, the research answered the question whether there should be a different
approach to the term of house arrest in the case of adults and minors. The fact that under the Civil
Code, house arrest is prescribed from 6 months to 2 years, and in the case of a minor, the maximum
term is 1 year. However, there should be a different approach regarding the minimum threshold.
It is not allowed to treat a minor as an adult. Therefore, it is necessary to establish a different

minimum term in the Juvenile Justice Code and make it 3 months instead of 6 months.

In the present paper, we talked about the problems that arose during the execution of house arrest,
during which the research revealed that electronic supervision is a step forward in the process of

execution of this sentence. The issue was discussed, in mountainous areas, where there is a



problem of connection and in fact, it is impossible to use an electric bracelet, whether the
probation officer's visits to the residential house do not lead to interference in the private life of
the convict. At which time it became clear that in this case it is not necessary to interfere in
personal life, because the interest of enforcing house arrest outweighs the fundamental right of a

person.

Attention was also focused on the financial costs associated with electronic surveillance. Based on
the reviewed literature and the opinion of lawyers, we can conclude that minors, along with
socially vulnerable persons, must be exempted from placing the total value of the electric bracelet
in a deposit account of 5000 GEL, because they do not have independent income in many cases

and have to pay the mentioned amount to their parents
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
