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Abstract

The present master's thesis focuses on the legal analysis of the institution of subrogation and the
assessment of the insured party’s legal status under liability insurance. The aim of the research is to
analyze the operation of subrogation and its impact on the rights of the parties involved, both in
Georgian law and in the legal systems of European Union member states. Subrogation, as a mechanism
that enables the insurer to exercise the insured’s claim against a third party, represents an essential
legal tool for ensuring justice and preventing unjust enrichment.

The main objectives of the study are: to define the legal nature of subrogation, to distinguish it from
cession and recourse, to examine the protection of the insured’s rights in the context of subrogation,
to identify existing legal issues within Georgian law, and to analyze the experience of EU member
states. The thesis is based on a comparative-legal and analytical methodology.

Special attention is paid to the assessment of existing problems in Georgian law — particularly the
practical application of Article 832 of the Georgian Civil Code, the uncertainty surrounding limitation
periods, restrictions related to family members, and inconsistencies in judicial practice. The thesis
reviews the use of subrogation in French, German, Italian, and English legal systems, as well as
relevant approaches from the Anglo-American (U.S.) system.

The research concludes that the institution of subrogation in Georgian law requires technical
refinement, clear differentiation from cession and recourse, transparent rules for calculating damages,
and effective protection of the insured’s rights in the context of tortious relations. Recommendations
are provided for the improvement of legislation and the harmonization of judicial practice.
