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Abstract

Rehabilitation and integration of victims of domestic violence into society represent one
of the key responsibilities of the state. Women who are victims of domestic violence often
cannot independently escape abusive environments or continue their lives on their own.
Violance leaves serious psychological and social traumas on the victims, which necessitates
comprehensive rehabilitation and state support fot them to live independently and fully
integrate into society. Therefore, it is essential for the state to have effective and accessible

mechanisms to assist victims.

Although the system for protecting and assisting victims of domestic vionece in Georgia
is legally regulated — both in national legislation and international legan acts — significant gaps
and barriers persist in practice. These hinder victims’ ability to timely and fully access existing

state services and adequate support.

The aim of this study is to idenitify the problems and systemic shortcomings that impede
victims’ access to state support mechanisms, particularly crisis centers and shelters. The research
reviews both local and international normative acts, analyzes monitoring reports conducted by
humand rights organizations and is based on the interview with competent expert which further

ensures the depth and objectivity of the study.

In addition to the legal analysis, the study examines practical examples from other
countries, through which effective models can be identified and recommendetions tailored to
the Georgian context can be developed. This is an important prerequisite for the gradual

elimination of existing problems and the improvement of the system.

Furthermore, the study reflects recent legislative changes aimed at simplifying service
provision and reducing bureaucratic barriers. However, despite these changes, the progress
achieved remains insufficient and the state is obliged to continue accelerating efforts to improve

the ensure the accessibility of services for victims of domestic violence.
