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Abstract

The development of inclusive education in Georgia began in 2024, when a program for
integrating children with disabilities into mainstream schools was launched. Despite
significant achievements, the realization of the right to education for persons with sensory

impairments remains a challenge.

This study aims to assess the current state of protection of the educational rights of
students with sensory disabilities and to identify the institutional, programmatic, and social
barriers that hinder full implementation of these rights. A combined qualitative and

quantitative methodology was employed to evaluate the situation.

The research found that, notwithstanding existing strategic documents and programs,
access to education for people with obstacles, insufficient teacher training, negative societal

attitudes, the absence of a monitoring system, and other systemic flaws that must be addressed.

The paper offers recommendations for improving policy and practice, including the
removal of institutional, programmatic, and social barriers. It emphasizes the need to introduce
adapted teaching materials and curricula, to enhance school’s infrastructure and technological
capacity, and to provide comprehensive teacher training, so that students with sensory

impairments can fully participate in the educational process.
