Abstract

The protection of human dignity and honor is one of the main objectives of a
democratic state and is enshrined in the Constitution of Georgia. Compensation for moral
damages caused by the dissemination of defamatory or honor-damaging information is a key
legal mechanism that enables individuals to defend their rights. It is noteworthy that the
provision regarding compensation for moral damages appeared in Georgian legislation only in
1998, which gives special importance to the study of this issue, since both the judicial practice

and legislative framework in Georgia are relatively new compared to European countries.

The aim of this study is to examine how Georgian legislation regulates compensation
for moral damages caused by the dissemination of information that undermines an individual’s
dignity and honor. Specifically, it investigates: who is entitled to request such compensation
in court and under what circumstances; whether Georgian legislation and/or judicial practice
provide criteria for determining moral damages; and, in legal proceedings, whether the burden
of proof lies with the claimant or the author of the contested statements. The issue of
compensation for moral damages resulting from the dissemination of defamatory statements is
quite complex, as it often comes into conflict with the right to freedom of expression—another
fundamental human right. Therefore, it becomes crucial for both legislation and judicial
practice to establish clear boundaries between acceptable limits of freedom of expression and

its potential restrictions under Georgian law.

The study analyzes standards and case law from the European Court of Human Rights
(Strasbourg Court), as well as the jurisprudence of the Supreme Court of Georgia, focusing on
the relationship between the right to freedom of expression and the right to dignity and honor.
Furthermore, it explores the criteria for determining moral damages in various European

countries.

To effectively study the research topic, the study employs comparative-legal, historical-
comparative, descriptive, and evaluative research methods. It also reviews relevant rulings by

the Constitutional Court of Georgia, the Supreme Court of Georgia, and the Strasbourg Court.

The study reveals that Georgian legislation requires further development in several

areas. While it clearly defines who may request compensation for moral damages and
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distinguishes between private individuals and legal entities, and although it outlines the
grounds for limiting freedom of expression in cases involving personal dignity and honor, the
allocation of the burden of proof under Georgian law significantly differs from the standards
established by the Strasbourg Court. According to the jurisprudence of the Supreme Court of
Georgia, in cases involving moral damages due to defamatory statements, the burden of proof
lies entirely with the claimant, who must demonstrate the falsity of the statements and their
defamatory nature. This unilateral approach contrasts with that of the Strasbourg Court, which
places a corresponding obligation on the respondent to prove the truthfulness of the
disseminated information. Georgian law and judicial practice lack uniform, well-defined
criteria for assessing moral damages. This absence contributes to the development of

inconsistent judicial practice.
