Abstract

Sexual crimes committed against people with disabilities are one of the most covert groups of
crimes related to significant human rights violations. Hence, it poses notable challenges to the
Georgian judiciary. The Criminal Code of Georgia punishes sexual crimes, and an aggravating
circumstance is a crime committed with prior knowledge against a person with disabilities.

Georgia has ratified the Council of Europe Convention on Combating and Preventing Violence
against Women and Domestic Violence, known as the Istanbul Convention. Despite this fact,
Georgian criminal law is not fully harmonized with it and has certain shortcomings.

The Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities is a mandatory tool in Georgian law
with the main principles of equality and non-discrimination. According to the Convention,
persons with disabilities have the right to be recognized as subjects of law, where member of states

must ensure effective access to justice.

The study focuses on investigative and procedural actions that are an important lever in terms
of protecting the rights of persons with disabilities. Persons with disabilities face various problems
throughout the process: in terms of communication, during interrogation/interrogation, during
expertise, stigmatization and discrimination often occur. Additionally, the lack of qualified

personnel should be taken into consideration.

The paper discusses both the domestic legal practices of Georgia as well as the experience of
Great Britain, while exploring what special protection guarantees are provided to people with
disabilities in cases of sexual crimes. Additionally, the study focuses the differences and
commonalities between the legislation of Georgia and England. Special emphasis is placed on
procedural rights such as the participation of support persons in the process, the availability of
adapted interrogation rooms, alternative ways of obtaining evidence, and the prevention of

secondary trauma.

This study provides a basis for ensuring the full participation of persons with disabilities in the

justice process and protecting the principle of equality enshrined in the Constitution of Georgia.
