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Abstract

This master's thesis employs a comparative legal analysis of German and Georgian
legislation to identify and assess the gaps in Georgian law concerning regulatory norms related to
the disposal of minors' property. The study addresses both theoretical and practical challenges

associated with the legal framework governing such disposals.

Through an examination of legal literature, the research highlights the ambiguity and
shortcomings of existing regulatory norms, as well as the inconsistencies in judicial practice. These
issues are further compounded by divergent interpretations of the relevant norms by the courts,
resulting in a fragmented and heterogeneous body of case law. Accordingly, the thesis outlines

specific areas in need of clearer and more comprehensive regulation.

The study also presents statistical data on court applications concerning the disposal of
minors' property and analyzes their legal outcomes. To contribute to the resolution of these
disputes, the paper reviews selected national court decisions. The final section offers

recommendations and conclusions derived from the research findings.
