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Abstract

The function of remedying violations arising in civil relations and restoring legal balance is
entrusted to the common courts, which administer justice on behalf of Georgia.
In civil proceedings, each party holds a legitimate expectation that their rights will be fully
safeguarded throughout the administration of justice, and that the principle of legality will be
upheld — a cornerstone of a democratic and rule-of-law-based state.

The institution of default judgment represents one of the significant, yet controversial,
mechanisms in Georgian procedural law. In practice, various shortcomings associated with the
annulment of such judgments often pose obstacles to the effective realization of justice.

The introduction of the default judgment mechanism aimed to promote principles such as
procedural efficiency, enhanced procedural responsibility of the parties, and the alleviation of
judicial system overload. However, practical experience reveals that this institution often fails
to fully achieve its intended objectives.

This thesis provides an in-depth analysis of the main issues and challenges associated with
default judgments and the grounds for their annulment. Furthermore, it outlines key
approaches that could contribute to addressing the practical shortcomings currently observed

in the system.
