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ABSTRACT

This thesis explores the legal mechanisms aimed at combating racial discrimination, using

examples from both Georgia and various countries around the world. The objective of the
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research is to examine the legal means through which states strive to eliminate racial
discrimination and to assess how Georgia’s practices align with international standards. The
study employs normative and comparative analysis methods. Significant attention is given to
the case law of the European Court of Human Rights and the decisions of the UN treaty bodies
on human rights, as well as the International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of

Racial Discrimination.

The paper investigates the effectiveness of legal systems in addressing racial discrimination,
both in terms of protecting individual rights and promoting the collective interests of minority
groups. The research focuses on legal regulations as well as the role of relevant state
institutions. The analysis reveals both strengths and challenges, including issues related to the
enforcement of anti-discrimination laws, judicial practices, and access to justice for victims of

discrimination.

Special attention is paid to the comparative analysis of legal instruments such as constitutions,
anti-discrimination legislation, and specialized state structures. The examples of the United
States and South Africa highlight how legal mechanisms can positively impact the reduction

of discrimination.

The thesis emphasizes that racial discrimination affects everyone and that public engagement
at every stage of life is essential for justice. Furthermore, the research underlines the
importance of enhancing the effectiveness of legal mechanisms and strengthening existing

institutions.
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
