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Abstract

The hateful, restrictive legislation against the rights of LGBTQI+ people, which officially
entered into force on December 1, 2024, is one of the repressive laws that has seriously
threatened the protection of fundamental human rights and freedoms in Georgia. Despite calls
from many international institutions for the parliament to refrain from adopting these laws, the
ruling party has not taken into account the recommendations.? One of Georgia’s obligations on
its path to joining the European Union is to take appropriate measures to protect the rights of
LGBTQI+ people, which is also reflected in the recommendations of the European Commission

and other EU institutions.*

The goal of this paper is to review the provisions of the Law of Georgia “on the protection of
family values and minors” in terms of their compliance with the fundamental rights and
freedoms guaranteed by the Constitution of Georgia, the practice established by the European
Court of Human Rights, and the standards developed by other authoritative international
institutions, as well as to promote the development of a discussion in the academic space,
including among students interested in human rights and anti-discrimination law, about the
aforementioned repressive law and the social and legal situation of representatives of the queer

community.
