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Annotation
This master's thesis is dedicated to the study of the features of the criminalization of crimes
related to cryptocurrency in the Georgian criminal justice system. The relevance of the
research is due to the rapid development of cryptocurrency, as one of the important
components of the modern digital economy, and the legal challenges it poses to the
effectiveness of existing normative frameworks. Legal approaches to this topic are still in the
process of formation in various jurisdictions around the world, which makes the study of this

topic an in-depth and necessary study in the Georgian context as well.

The aim of the paper was to analyze the legal status of cryptocurrency, the corresponding
threats and forms of legal response to criminal use. To achieve the goal, both theoretical and
practical-empirical methods were used in the study. A quantitative survey was conducted on
the Google Forms platform, in which 100 respondents participated. The main lines of the
question concerned the level of awareness of cryptocurrency, the perception of its criminal

potential, the assessment of legal response and support for legal regulation.

The research revealed that the public awareness of the criminal risks of cryptocurrency is high,
but legal knowledge is fragmentary and often inaccurate. A significant part of citizens believe
that the current legislation is insufficient to prevent crimes committed with cryptocurrency.
These assessments are consistent with the opinions expressed in academic literature and
international studies. The data obtained show that the public's attitude towards crimes related
to cryptocurrency is real, although the mechanisms offered by the legal system do not meet

the requirements for an effective response to modern digital threats.

Logistic and link regression analyses confirmed that awareness is a significant factor in overall
support for legal regulation of cryptocurrencies. However, the ANOVA test revealed that age
differences in awareness levels were not statistically significant. This suggests that the problem

is not generational, but rather a lack of general educational and legal policies.

The conclusions and recommendations presented in the paper aim to adapt the criminal justice

system of Georgia to the digital environment. Recommendations for specific legal amendments
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and educational interventions are presented, which will contribute not only to prevention,
but also to raising the legal awareness of citizens. This study will make a significant
contribution to the development of legal regulation of cryptocurrency in Georgia, especially
in the conditions when the country is trying to meet global financial security standards in the

process of European integration.
