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Abstract
This thesis is dedicated to the legal analysis of economic violence in the context of
domestic violence, focusing on the legal recognition of this conduct and the mechanisms for
responding to it. Although economic violence often leaves no physical traces, its impact on the
victim is profound, encompassing the violation of dignity, restriction of economic
independence, deepening of social isolation, and long-term psychosocial harm. This form of
violence frequently remains a systemic and unacknowledged practice, which complicates legal

responses and poses a threat of perpetuating gender-based discrimination.

The thesis analyzes both the Georgian legal framework—particularly the relevant articles
of the Criminal Code of Georgia and the Law on the Elimination of Domestic Violence—and
international standards and best practices, including the approaches of the United Nations
Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW). The
effectiveness of existing norms in qualifying and preventing economic violence is assessed, and

attention is drawn to the legal gaps that hinder the systematic recognition of this form of abuse.

The work provides a detailed examination of both preventive and responsive
mechanisms, such as the institution of restraining and protective orders, victim protection
services, and the response standards of law enforcement bodies. It presents an in-depth analysis
of international experiences, including legislation adopted in Australian states, which defines
economic violence as a separate criminal offense, and the legal effectiveness of “non-molestation
orders” in the United Kingdom, forming a significant comparative legal basis for improving the

Georgian model.
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
