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Abstract

This thesis was dedicated to the assessment of the evolution of Georgia’s anti-corruption
legislation, with a particular focus on the stages of development of legal regulations, their practical
enforcement mechanisms, and the analysis of the current institutional framework. The objective
of the research was to identify the main shortcomings of the anti-corruption framework,
including systemic flaws and legal challenges, which was achieved through a comprehensive

examination of the normative base and its practical application.

The research established that, despite considerable legal progress and the implementation of
reforms based on recommendations from international organizations, the existing anti-corruption
system in Georgia remained fragmented and unbalanced in terms of coordination and oversight.
Legal norms were often conflicting or duplicative, while enforcement mechanisms proved to be
unsystematic and politicized. Furthermore, the study revealed overlapping institutional

competences, low levels of civic engagement, and weak mechanisms of public accountability.

In the concluding section, the study proposed specific, legally and administratively realistic
recommendations aimed at addressing the identified deficiencies. In particular, the
recommendations focused on harmonizing the normative framework, strengthening the
independence of oversight institutions, improving the asset declaration system, enhancing

institutional coordination, and reinforcing legal mechanisms for citizen participation.
