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Abstract
This paper concerns the use of bail as a measure of criminal procedural coercion, aimed at
securing a person’s appearance before investigative and judicial authorities without the need
to impose pre-trial detention. Bail serves the dual purpose of protecting the accused’s right to

liberty while safeguarding the interests of justice.

The objective of this study is to assess whether the legal framework governing bail in Georgia
and its practical implementation align with the standards set forth by the European
Convention on Human Rights. The paper further examines whether the determination of bail
amounts effectively ensures the protection of the accused’s right to liberty and achieves a

proper balance with the interests of criminal justice.

The study analyzes Georgian legislation concerning bail, current judicial practice, and their
compliance with international legal standards. Special attention is given to key challenges
encountered in the practical application of bail, and the paper offers specific recommendations
to overcome these issues, in line with contemporary legal developments and international
standards. The recommendations formulated at the conclusion of the study are intended to

improve both the legislative framework and judicial practice relating to bail.

The study employs historical, logical, dogmatic, and comparative legal methodologies, thereby
contributing to a comprehensive achievement of the study’s objectives. These methods ensure

an integrated understanding of the theoretical and practical dimensions of the issue.
