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Abstract

This paper explores the constitutional boundaries of the freedom of expression for individuals
serving in the Georgian Defence Forces under the Ministry of Defence. It analyzes the relevant
Georgian legal regulations in this area, the objectives and justifications for restricting or
prohibiting the right to freedom of assembly, the scope of persons affected by such restrictions,
and their temporal applicability. The study further presents a comparative legal analysis
between the Georgian legal framework and the practices of selected member states of the North
Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) and the European Union (EU). Additionally, it addresses
the deficiencies in Georgian legislation governing the restriction of the right to freedom of

assembly for individuals employed within military institutions.
