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Abstract

The aim of this work was to collect data on the loss of fishing gear in the Black Sea across four
countries—Romania, Georgia, Bulgaria, and Turkey—based on surveys of fishermen and other
stakeholders, and to compare the data by country. Based on expressed opinions, trends related to
ghost nets and solid debris were assessed. The study also identified practices that cause problems,
as well as those that offer potential solutions.
