Abstract

Academic reading comprehension is one of the essential components of students’ subject-
specific achievement and cognitive development. This master’s thesis investigates the current
state, necessity, and development opportunities of reading comprehension skills among sixth-
grade students at Public School No. 6 in Khashuri, across three subject areas: Georgian language
and literature, English, and natural sciences. The goal of the research was to enhance students’

academic reading comprehension through the professional development of teachers.

The theoretical framework of the study is based on constructivist and cognitive paradigms,
drawing on the cognitive development theory of Jean Piaget, the socio-cultural approach of Lev
Vygotsky, John Sweller’s cognitive load theory, and the SOLO taxonomy. The research method
was practice-based inquiry, which involved diagnosing the problem, planning the intervention,
implementing it, and evaluating the outcomes. The diagnostic phase revealed significant
difficulties among students in understanding task instructions, conducting deep textual analysis,
identifying key ideas, recognizing cause-and-effect relationships, distinguishing between primary
and secondary information, and making logical connections between the questions and the text.
In response to these needs, three key interventions were planned: the development of ChatGPT-
supported test items focused on reading comprehension, the creation of a practical-
methodological guidebook, and the implementation of a mentoring program involving high

school students.

Throughout the intervention, methodological support for teachers and the integration of
research-based approaches into teaching practices proved crucial. The tasks developed during the
project considered students’ age-specific and cognitive characteristics, drawing on Piaget’s and
Sweller’s theories. The mentoring component was built on Vygotsky’s theory of the Zone of

Proximal Development.
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The final stage of evaluating intervention effectiveness was a post-test analysis, which
demonstrated significant improvement in students’ academic reading comprehension, as reflected
across all five levels of the SOLO taxonomy. From a professional perspective, teachers acquired
new skills, including the development of diverse and goal-oriented test items using ChatGPT,
construction of assessment rubrics, lesson planning, creation of formative assessment tools, and
the ability to modify texts. As a result, the assignments, feedback, and instructions produced by
the teachers became more effective and focused on developing reading comprehension skills.
Furthermore, teachers adopted a variety of teaching strategies and methods that not only
enhanced student achievement in reading but also increased teacher motivation to continue

implementing these interventions in the future.

The practical value of this study lies in its creation of a theoretically grounded and practice-based
model that can be adapted to address similar challenges in other classes and subject areas within
the same educational context. The interventions implemented in this research offer innovative
and promising pathways for improving students’ academic reading skills. The study provides
opportunities for teacher professional growth, fosters the development of students’ academic

abilities, and supports the sustainability of effective instructional practices.
