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Abstract

This paper presents a practice research report on the topic: English-mediated Mathematics
Teaching in a Bilingual Environment, which was conducted with three 5th-grade students
from one of the private schools in Tbilisi during mathematics lessons. The research included
both experimental and qualitative components. At the beginning of the research, a pre-test
was conducted to determine students' initial mathematical knowledge, while after the
completion of the research - a post-test and semi-structured interviews were conducted to
assess the results.

During the experimental part of the research, mathematical concepts were explained and tasks
were delivered in English to three students who had better knowledge of English. The
qualitative component included observation of students' engagement, motivation and results
through interviews and surveys.

The research showed readiness to use English, which creates a foundation for developing both
mathematical thinking and linguistic skills through the development of more context-adapted
activities in the future.

The research results indicate the potential benefits of a multilingual approach in mathematics
teaching, particularly in educational environments where some students may have different
linguistic advantages. The research findings may be useful for teachers and education

specialists when developing differentiated teaching strategies.
