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Abstract

The 2022 Russia-Ukraine war has significantly altered the geopolitical energy balance
across the Eurasian continent. This conflict accelerated the energy transition and catalyzed
the implementation of diversification strategies that had long been within the scope of the
European Union's strategic interests. This master's thesis aims to examine how the European
Union strategically adapted its energy security policy in response to the changing geopolitical
landscape brought about by the war. The research is grounded in the theories and the
conceptual framework of energy security. It draws on official EU documents from the 2021-
2025 period, energy market statistics, and relevant academic literature.

The core findings indicate that through initiatives such as the REPowerEU plan and
complementary measures, the EU undertook unprecedented steps to reduce its energy
dependency and advance diversification away from Russian sources. Nevertheless, significant
challenges remain unresolved in achieving full autonomy. The Union continues to engage in
energy trade with Russia, both through direct and indirect channels.

The scholarly value of this study lies in its exploration of how the discipline of EU

energy security policy evolved under crisis conditions.
