Abstract

This thesis focuses on the analysis of glazed ceramic material from the archaeological site
of Otrar, based on artifacts recovered during excavations conducted between 2021 and 2025 in
two distinct contexts: OTR16 and OTR6. Glazed ceramics represent a valuable component of the
material culture of Central Asia, reflecting not only technological advancements but also broader
social and economic processes. The primary objective of this research is the typological
classification of the ceramic material, the identification of its chronological and cultural
affiliations, and the attempt to distinguish imported wares through the study of parallels and
comparative analysis. The thesis is divided into two main parts: The first section discusses the
geographical location of the Otrar site, the history of archaeological research conducted there,
and the broader historical and chronological context. The second section focuses on the direct
analysis of the ceramic material, classified into types based on functional characteristics. The study
applies quantitative, qualitative, and comparative-typological methods to ensure a comprehensive
interpretation of the artifacts. Additionally, the archaeological material is compared with
analogous examples from Central Asia and the Near East. The research is grounded in a
comparative analysis of two major historical periods — the pre-Mongol and post-Mongol eras —
enabling the identification of stylistic, technological, and functional transformations. This thesis
represents the first systematic attempt to analyze the chronology, technology, and stylistic
features of glazed ceramics found at Otrar across two stratigraphically distinct archaeological

contexts.
