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Abstract

The aim of the present study is to understand the experiences of female labor migrants,
who have returned to their home country. A qualitative methodology and thematic analysis
were employed. Data were collected through semi-structured interviews with five women
who had returnet to Georgia after migration. Each participant had spent at least 3 years abroad,
and the duration since their return to Georgia ranged from 4 months to 1 year. The repatriate’s
ages ranged from 31-50. All participants had experience working in low-skilled jobs, which

primarily involved childcare, elder care and various cleaning roles.

The analysis revealed 6 main themes: (1) experiences of labor migration; (2) reasons for
return, emotions and challenges; (3) the process of reintegration; (4) the advantages of
returning to the homeland; (5) the influence of the host country on cultural and personal
identity; (6) vision for the future. The naratives demonstrate that the process of reintegration

is complex and multifaceted, influenced bu numerous factors.

In the experience of readaptation, significant factors include conditions in the labor
market, support from the surrounding community and family members, as well as changes in
cultural and personal identity. The success of failure of reintegration is derermined precisely

by these factors.
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
