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Abstract

Education is one of the core foundations of state-building in any country. It is not only a means
of transmitting knowledge, but also a powerful instrument for shaping the kind of society a
state envisions -guiding its political, economic, and cultural development. As such, an
education system inevitably reflects the political goals and values of the state at any given

moment.

This paper examines the formation of the school education system in Soviet Georgia between
1921 and 1927 - a transitional period marked by the consolidation of Soviet power and the
introduction of new ideological and institutional models. It explores the educational reforms
implemented during this time, the challenges they faced, and their broader implications.
Special attention is given to the concept of the "labor school," the central model of Soviet
education in the 1920s, and its role in shaping a new type of citizen aligned with socialist

ideals.

Drawing on archival sources and contemporary press materials, the research analyzes how
Soviet educational policies were applied in the Georgian context. It argues that, due to a
combination of political, social, and infrastructural factors, the reforms of this period often fell
short of their intended goals - eventually leading to the need for further revisions and a shift

in direction.
