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Abstract

This study explores the integration process of internally displaced women in Georgia
from a social work perspective. The aim is to analyze the role of mental health, economic

support, and cultural-gender barriers that hinder effective integration.

The research addresses key questions regarding the psychosocial condition of displaced
women, the availability of social and economic resources, the role of social workers, and
existing barriers to integration. Data were collected through in-depth interviews with 16
displaced women. Findings indicate signs of post-traumatic stress, social isolation, and

economic vulnerability.

The study emphasizes the essential role of social workers in both individual support
and systemic change. It offers recommendations including the expansion of psychosocial
services and the implementation of economic programs tailored to the needs of displaced

women.
