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Abstract

The current political and social agenda in Georgia is marked by deep polarization,
ongoing crises, and tensions between traditionalism and Europeanization. In such a
context, prejudice toward marginalized groups poses a significant threat to social equality
and democratic development. This study explores the role of psychological factors—
namely, collective narcissism, belief in conspiracy theories, and identification with the
European Union—in predicting prejudice against religious, gender, national/immigrant,
and ethnic minority groups. These groups include Muslims and Catholics, transgender
individuals and gay people, Indians and Turks, Azerbaijanis and Armenians. Using a
convenience sample and correlational research design, data was collected from 124
participants. Findings revealed that collective narcissism emerged as the most consistent
and robust positive predictor of prejudice toward all minority groups, while EU
identification consistently functioned as a negative predictor across all models. Although
belief in conspiracy theories was significantly correlated with prejudice to all eight
groups, it did not emerge as a statistically significant predictor in regression analysis. The
study highlights the role of social-psychological mechanisms in shaping intergroup
relations and discusses supra-national identification as a potential buffer against

prejudice.
