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Abstract

This paper examines right-wing authoritarianism and belief in conspiracy theories. The
purpose of the study was to determine whether right-wing authoritarianism was a positive
predictor of belief in conspiracy theories. The study was conducted by random sampling and
correlation analysis. According to the results, the hypothesis was partially confirmed. In
particular, one of the three dimensions of right-wing authoritarianism turned out to be a
positive predictor, traditionalism. The results obtained by analyzing data on authoritarian
obedience and authoritarian aggression were not statistically significant. These results indicate
that right-wing authoritarianism alone is to some extent the predictor of conspiracy theories,
although sub-scales of authoritarianism should also be considered.
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
