The present study examines the implementation of Georgia’s “Decentralization Strategy 2020-
2025, focusing on assessing the degree of political and administrative independence of
municipalities. The research analyzes the ways in which the strategy promotes political and
administrative autonomy, the effectiveness of legal mechanisms in reducing political influence,

and the barriers to achieving administrative independence.



The study employs a qualitative methodology, encompassing desk research, legislative analysis,
examination of municipal budgets and grants, and in-depth interviews with experts. Desk
research analyzes international and local literature, while legislative analysis focuses on Georgia’s

Constitution, the “Local Self-Government Code,” and other normative acts.

The research contributes to Georgia’s European integration process by highlighting the

importance of decentralization in fostering democratic governance.
