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Abstract

The aim of this study is to examine the impact of childhood experiences related to parental
migration on academic and professional success in Georgia, using a sample of 249 participants aged
18-35, divided into three groups: children of migrant parents, children who have lost a parent,
and children raised with both parents. The study employed a quantitative research method and
analyzed the following variables: parental status, gender of the child and the parent, resilience,

perceived social support, and coping strategies.

The study found that parental migration and death in childhood affect adult resilience and
academic-career outcomes: children of migrant parents exhibit high internal resilience but low
perceived social support, whereas those who lost a parent show significantly reduced resilience.
The results showed that social support is the strongest predictor of academic success, while coping

strategies did not serve as mediators.
