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Abstract

The paper analyzes the tradition of Georgia's foreign policy and the emergence of new
Eurosceptic tendencies through the lens of Wendt’s constructivism. Drawing on the experience
of Donald Trump’s first presidential term and examining strategic documents using the method of
discourse analysis, it assesses the expected dynamics of relations between the European Union and
the People's Republic of China in 2025-2028, as well as the prospects for Georgia’s potential
positioning within this context. Employing a comparative case analysis, the study compares the
Eurosceptic narratives of Hungary’s Fidesz and Georgia’s Georgian Dream, highlighting their
goals, core tendencies, and the potential costs Georgia may incur if it continues on its current

foreign policy path.
