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Abstract

The category of Negative is well studied and researched. This is a category that has been

relevant for a long time, because as Matt Miestamo points out, it is always clearly marked.

Many languages, including Georgian speaking and Georgian Sign Language, are characterized

by a negative concord, that is, when one negative value is conveyed with several negative

markers.

The paper will discuss the general picture of the negative Concord in Georgian speaking
(on the example of the Guruli and Pshauri dialect) and Georgian Sign Languages. Based on
various theoretical materials, negative Concord constructions are highlighted. It should be
noted that Georgian Sign Language is still in the study stage, so the master's thesis includes
existing studies that show negative Concord systems in Georgian Sign Language. It also

reveals unique negative forms characteristic of Sign language.

During the study, the main focus is on determining which negative words a negative
concord is created and what combinations it is represented in Georgian speaking and Sign

languages. The results obtained are comparable to existing studies.

Based on the results of the study, it can be said that there is a fairly diverse structure of
negative Concord in Georgian language and Georgian Sign language. This study is the first

step in studying these structures.
