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Abstract

In the conditions of the growing process of globalization in the modern world and the
development of a democratic society, intercultural education is gaining relevance in Georgian
schools, which contributes to the formation of open and empathetic attitudes of students towards
representatives of different cultures. This is why intercultural competence requires the
development of methodically thought-out interventions at the primary level. The purpose of the
study is to investigate the effectiveness of multimedia learning resources in fifth-grade students

in terms of the development of intercultural awareness.

Interesting and important sources on the topic are analyzed. Within the framework of the
interventions created on the basis of the accumulated knowledge, several lesson activities were
carried out in one specific fifth grade of one school. The interventions included lessons based on
visual, interactive and textual material. Data were collected through pre- and post-tests with
students, as well as focus group and teacher interviews to monitor progress and draw conclusions

based on the analysis of the above.

The study showed that multimedia resources contribute to the strengthening of important

competencies in students, in terms of intercultural education - value, emotional and cognitive



skills. It is worth noting the positive attitude and involvement of students in the interventions.
Despite the limitation of the duration of the interventions, the study shows the potential for the
development of intercultural competence through the use of multimedia resources and provides

recommendations on this topic.
