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Abstract

The present work aims to analyze and compare the characters of heroes and antiheroes based
on selected Japanese, American and Georgian comics. The characters of the comics of authors
representing three different cultures are united by common themes and motifs, which is due
to the existence of a common global culture as well as similar historical and human
experiences. Based on the comparison, individual, cultural and historical features between the
comics were identified. The study will examine what features characterize the comics of all
three countries, what role does childhood events play in the history of the heroes and

antiheroes, and what utopian and dystopian signs we find in the selected comics.
