Abstract

This master's thesis, titled ,, The Logic of Negation in Hegel: Determination and Difference in
The Science of Logic” analyzes the concept of negation as it is examined in Georg Wilhelm
Friedrich Hegel's Science of Logic. The necessity of this research stems from the scarcity of
studies on Hegel's fundamental concepts within the Georgian academic sphere, and it is
motivated by the semantic specificity of Georgian terms (e.g., "ganskhvaveba,"
"gansazghvreba") and their similarity to their Hegelian meanings. The main research question
addresses the problems of difference and determination through the concept of negation,
exploring the complex ways in which they are interconnected. The study argues that in Hegel's
speculative philosophy, negation is not a subjective instrument of thought but rather a self-
referential, ontological process intimately connected with the self-differentiation of being
(Sein) and the establishment of ontological determinations. Employing conceptual analysis, a
dialectical approach, semantic analysis of Hegelian and Georgian terms, and critical review of
secondary sources, the thesis aims to elucidate the function of negation and its relation to the

concepts of difference and determination in Hegel's Science of Logic.
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
