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Abstract

The aim of this thesis is to demonstrate the influence and process of remythologization of Norse
mythology in the manga Attack on Titan and to justify the functions of this remythologization.
The research is based on Carl Jung’s and Carol Pearson’s theories of archetypes, Northrop Frye’s
concepts of archetypal symbols and narrative structures, Joseph Campbell’s hero’s journey

framework, and theories of intermediality.

As a result of the research, it was established that the characters in both mediums can be
connected through archetypes such as the Anthropos, the Wise (Old) Man, the Destroyer, the
Trickster, the Warrior Hero, the Innocent, the Lover, and the Warrior, as well as through the
structure of the hero’s journey. The study also revealed the use of archetypal symbols and

archetypal narrative structures borrowed from Norse mythology.

Ultimately, the research concludes that Hajime Isayama actively engages in the
remythologization of Norse mythology in Attack on Titan, and that this process serves to
critique the absurdity of war from multiple perspectives and to construct a new postmodern

myth.
